Since	its	founding	in	1886,	the	Club	has	been	home	to	a	wide	
variety	of	boats,	from	the	elegant	steam	and	sailing	yachts	of	
the	turn	of	the	century	to	a	succession	of	one-design	fleets,	
starting	after	World	War	I.	These	included	Nationals,	Wee	
Scots,	Stars,	Wood	Pussys,	Comets,	Lightnings,	Blue	Jays,	
Stuart	Knockabouts,	Puffers,	Sunfish,	and	Sailfish.
